e Where flexible cord is used, it should be approved for extra hard, wet location usage and shall have a separate ground conductor.

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Mounting Options

Yoke Mounting

The Areamaster GEN 2 LED luminaire with yoke (supplied) will mount directly onto flat surfaces. The yoke has a center clearance hole
for a 1/2 inch (12.7 mm) bolt and two 1/2 inch (12.7 mm) clearance holes spaced 3-1/2 inches (88.9 mm) apart on the yoke center line.

Mounting with Yoke

1. Mount the luminaire with yoke to a flat surface using user-supplied hardware. See Figure 2 for mounting hole locations.

2. Slightly loosen the four yoke bolts and tilt the luminaire to the desired position with your free hand. See Figures 2 & 3.

3. Retighten the bolts to secure the luminaire in place.

1. Mount the luminaire with yoke to the crossarm mounting bracket with two 1/2 inch (12.7 mm) mounting bolts (supplied) and two
1/2 inch (12.7 mm) lockwashers (supplied). See Figures 4 & 5.

2. Mount the crossarm mounting bracket to a flat surface with one 3/4 inch (19 mm) bolt (not supplied). The crossarm mounting
bracket may be locked into position with a 3/8 inch (9.5 mm) bolt (not supplied).

3. Mount the pipe/wall mount bracket to a flat surface with user-supplied hardware or clamp to a pipe or pole (1 inch (25.4 mm) to
2-1/2 inches (63.5 mm) with U-Bolt and nuts (supplied). Tighten nuts to secure in position. See Figures 6 & 7.

4. Mount the luminaire with yoke to the crossarm mounting bracket with two 1/2 inch (12.7 mm) bolts (supplied) and
two 1/2 inch (12.7 mm) lockwashers (supplied). See Figures 4 & 5.

5. Mount the luminaire with yoke and crossarm mounting bracket (attached) to the pipe/wall mount bracket with one 3/4 inch (19 mm)
bolt (supplied). See Figure 7.

6. Install one 3/8 inch (9.5 mm) bolt (supplied) through the crossarm mounting bracket and into the pipe/wall mount bracket.
See Figure 7.

7. Aim the luminaire in the desired direction and tighten the 3/8 inch (9.5 mm) bolt to lock in place.

A NOTICE: Flexible cord or cable shall be used for extra hard, wet locations and have a temperature rating as indicated on the
luminaire nameplate. The cord/cable should have a diameter between 1/2 inch and 5/8 inch (13 mm-16 mm). Cords/cables outside
of this range may prevent the proper functioning of the pressure plate and cord grip assembly, and may result in water ingress. Make
sure to tighten unused close-up plug to 400 in.-Ib. (46 Nm) after applying lubricating grease. Lubricating grease shall be applied in

3 lines, spaced approximately 120 degrees apart, perpendicular to the threads.

1. Loosen the two screws on the pressure plate for cord/cable entrance. See Figure 8.

2. Feed the supply cord/cable up through the poletop slip-fitter and out through the cord grip assembly. Leave at least 10 inches
(254 mm) of slack to make connections inside the luminaire. NOTE: #16 AWG (1.5 mm?) cord/cable is recommended.

3. Tighten the pressure plate screws.
4. Install the poletop slip-fitter onto a 1-1/2 inch (38 mm) or 2 inch (51 mm) pole. Tighten the three locking bolts.

5. Mount the luminaire with yoke to the poletop slip-fitter using the mounting bolt (supplied). Tighten the mounting bolt in place.
See Figures 8 & 9.

A NOTICE: Flexible cord or cable shall be used for extra hard wet locations and have a temperature rating as indicated on the
luminaire nameplate. The cord/cable should have a diameter between 1/2 inch and 5/8 inch (13 mm-16 mm). Cords/cables outside
of this range may prevent the proper functioning of the pressure plate and cord grip assembly, and may result in water ingress. Make
sure to tighten unused close-up plug to 400 in.-Ib. (46 Nm) after applying lubricating grease. Lubricating grease shall be applied in

3 lines, spaced approximately 120 degrees apart, perpendicular to the threads.

1. Loosen the two screws on the pressure plate for cord/cable entrance. See Figure 10.

2. Feed the supply cord/cable up through the poletop slip-fitter and out through the cord grip assembly. Leave at least 10 inches
(254 mm) of slack to make connections inside the luminaire. NOTE: #16 AWG (1.5 mm?) cord/cable is recommended.

3. Tighten the pressure plate screws.

4. For Poletop Slip-Fitter G-AM-8-SF: Install onto a 1-1/2 inch (38 mm) or 2 inch (51 mm) pole. Tighten the four locking bolts.
For Poletop Slip-Fitter AMLEDSF1: Install onto a 1 inch (25.4 mm) or 1-1/2 inch (38 mm) pole. Tighten the four locking bolts.

5. Mount the luminaire with yoke to the poletop slip-fitter using the two luminaire mounting bolts (supplied). Tightly secure the bolts.
See Figures 10 & 11.

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Wiring

A WARNING: The luminaire must be grounded. Verify that ground continuity has been established by using an Ohm meter or other
suitable testing equipment before energizing the luminaire. Failure to properly ground the luminaire will create an electric shock
hazard, which can cause serious injury or death.

Wiring the Areamaster GEN 2 LED Luminaire

1. Open the luminaire wiring compartment by loosening the four captive screws. Allow the cover to swing open, exposing the wiring
compartment. See Figure 13.

2. A. Wiring with Cable
1. Strip the cable outer jacket as required.
2. Insert the cable through the conduit entry (with appropriate fitting attached) to the luminaire wiring compartment.
B. Wiring with Individual Conductor Wire
1. Run conductors down through the conduit to the luminaire wiring compartment.

NOTE: See the product nameplate for supply wire requirements. The terminal block can accept 24-10 AWG (0.2 mm?2-5.26 mm?) wire.
Use the appropriate wire gauge based on the application.

3. Strip the individual conductors to bare wire and insert them into the proper terminal block connections. The connection points are
identified on the terminal block as: “L” = Line, “N” = Neutral, and “G” = Ground. Tighten down the terminal block screws onto the
wire. See Figures 13.

4. Once the terminal block is wired to incoming power, close the luminaire wiring compartment cover.

5. Tighten the four captive screws by applying a minimum of 14 in.-lb. (1.58 Nm) using an (x) pattern.

6. Close all unused conduit entries with close-up plug (1 supplied). Make sure to tighten unused close-up plug to 400 in.-Ib. (46 Nm)
after applying lubricating grease. Lubricating grease shall be applied in 3 lines, spaced approximately 120 degrees apart,
perpendicular to the threads.

7. Power can now be applied to the luminaire.
