13 DESCRIPTION OF EQUIPMENT

The Model IJ 63080 Junction Box is a cylindrical, single compartment enclosure comprising a base and
cover with an internal volume of 300 cm³. It is manufactured from stainless steel, cast iron or cast
aluminium alloy with an epoxy paint finish, and is available with up to four, ½" NPT or M20 conduit
openings. A 6-way, Phoenix Contact terminal block type G 5/6-EX, rated 300 V/30 A (certificate no.
PTB 06ATEX1034U) is installed inside the enclosure. The enclosure cover is sealed with an O-ring
gasket which, when installed in accordance with EN 60529, will provide an Ingress Protection (IP)
rating of IP66.

15.2 Due to epoxy resin applied to the enclosure for corrosion protection, there is a potential to store an
ignition capable charge and therefore care must be taken during maintenance and cleaning to prevent
this creating a dangerous situation. Refer to the installation instructions and marking for further
information, which indicate to clean only with a damp cloth.
